Updates from our Work Groups 

Membership Development Work Group (MDWG) 

     In 2011, the Caucus was assisted greatly by the Membership 
Development Work Group (MDWG) in increasing community and 
youth involvement in community-based public health. This year, 26 
scholarships were awarded to attend APHA (17 active members and 
speakers; 9 Youth Council members/speakers).   The application 
went online this year, which seemed to help make for a smoother 
selection process. The CBPH Youth Council, established in 2010, held their second national meeting at APHA this year, 
ratified a new constitution, and elected officers. We are pleased to say that the Youth Council is growing. 
     In the upcoming year, the MDWG will focus on finding ways to provide sufficient funding for more community and youth 
to attend APHA. In collaboration with the Steering Committee we hope to accomplish the following goals:  develop a mission 
statement, develop a fundraising guide for community and youth to use in their local communities to support their 
attendance to APHA, raise funds for the Caucus, provide mentorship to community and youth participants, support the 
development of the Youth Council, and document the results of our scholarship and youth council program. We look forward 
to providing support for our community and youth members through travel scholarships to attend APHA and mentorship.

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Policy and Advocacy Work Group 

     The Policy Work Group (PWG) accomplishments in 2011 include the 
writing of a new CBPR Policy Statement to be submitted to APHA by the 
February deadline. The new policy statement compliments the 2004 policy 
statement, and clarifies the role of community in public health research. 
Other activities in 2011 included:  signing on as a participant organization 
of Food Day 2011; reviewing and offering comments on ten policy 
statements that were submitted for APHA consideration; and submitting 
letters to the editor written on behalf of the Caucus as support for access 
to healthy affordable foods for all (in conjunction with Food Day 2011). 
Members of this Work Group were also actively involved in the Ad-hoc Committee on Fund Development, which has 
completed a proposal for submission for NIH conference funding. At APHA, this group also made certain that our Caucus 
was represented at a Caucus lunch hosted by the Equal Health Opportunities Committee (EHOC), which serves as a voice for 
caucuses and other underserved groups/units working within APHA. 
     In 2012, the PWG leadership transitions to the leadership team of Patricia Piechowski - Chair, Chikezie Maduka, Chair-
Elect, and Michael Hernandez, Past Chair. This year, the new CBPR Policy Statement will move from the writing process to 
its final stage. PWG will continue to play an active role in reviewing APHA policy statements. Also proposed is a Policy/
Advocacy Training to be presented by webinar.  Additional action items for this group include: connecting with the policy 
work groups of other caucuses and other like-minded groups within APHA leadership, and promoting the recommendations 
that came out of the December Community Partners Forum in Boston.

     The National Community-Based Organization Network (NCBON) works 
within the CBPH Caucus to create a strong network of grassroots and 
community-based organizations across the United States. At the 2011 
APHA Annual Meeting in Washington DC, NCBON organized the 6th Annual 
Community Reception. The reception was held in the City of Seat Pleasant 
(see page 5 for a special feature article). It was a wonderful success as local 
community-based organizations efforts and accomplishments were 
acknowledged. Thanks to the generosity of our co-hosts, The City of Seat 
Pleasant, University of Maryland Health Partnership, and The Women’s 
Collective, the night was full of good food, discussions, and celebration.
