From the MMHC Holiday Dinner
2 large stalks celery chopped fine
1 medium onion chopped fine
8 0z mushrooms chopped fine
(I used pre-sautéed Hericium coralloides)
2 Tbs parsley chopped fine
2 cans crabmeat
Lemon juice
~1/2 cup olive oll
1/2 cup seasoned breadcrumbs
~1/2 cup grated parmiggiano reggiano
1/2 cup white wine
2 baguettes
